REMARKABLE SITES

Nasbinals

Anauthentic mountain village in the heart
of the Aubrac plateau, at the crossroads
of several marked trails, including the
path to Compostela, known as the Way of
Le Puy.

St. Alban-sur-Limagnole
In the heart of the Margeride Mountains,
St. Alban-sur-Limagnole was a Middle
Ages stopover for pilgrims en route to
Santiago-de-Compostela.

Aumont-Aubrac

Aumont-Aubrac is a crossroads where
the hiking trails meet up with the Roman
Via Agrippa and the Via Podensis on the
road to Santiago-de-Compostela.

The Notre-Dame-de-St-Privat Cathedral
in Mende

Built under the initiative of Pope Urban
the 5th, a pope in Avignon whose ho-
metown was Gévaudan, one can see the
“Non Pareille” door, a bell of exceptional
diameter.

The Gallo-Roman triangle of Lozére

This “triangle” is formed by Javols, La-
nuéjols and Banassac, sites that are rich
in archaeological remains from the Gallo-
Roman period.

The Archaeological site and
the Exhibition Hall of Javols
Javols is the former Gallo-Roman capital
of Gévaudan and one of the richest ar-
chaeological sites in the south of France.

The Mausoleum of Lanuéjols

The Mausoleum of Lanuéjols is one of the
very rare examples of funeral architec-
ture in Gaul.

The Archaeological Museum of

Banassac

Banassac was an important centre for the
manufacture of pottery in the Gallo-Ro-
man period. Visitors can view examples in
the village museum.
